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The California Student Aid Commission (Commission) is pleased to announce the start of the first
application processing cycle for the APLE for Out-of-State Teachers. The APLE for Out-of-State Teachers
is a newly established state program designed to attract out-of-state teachers to K-12 teaching positions in
California’s public schools. Selected participants will be eligible for the assumption of up to $11,000 of their
outstanding educational loans in return for four consecutive years of full-time teaching service in a
designated subject matter shortage area (i.e., math, science, bilingual education, special education, and
reading), or in schools serving large populations of students from low-income families.

California’s County Offices of Education (hereafter referred to as County Office) are responsible for
soliciting interested out-of-state applicants. As such, the allocations of 500 APLE for Out-of-State
Teachers were distributed among the 58 California County Offices. Each County Office received at least
one application; the rest were allocated based on the number of applications received, in a district, by out-
of-state teachers applying for teaching positions in one of the designated subject matter shortage areas or
a school serving a significant population of students from low-income families. The humber of allocations
assigned to your County Office is indicated in the upper right-hand corner of the Applicant Selection and
Statistics Summary enclosed in this Application/Nomination Packet. Additionally, you are being provided
with one application for each allocation designated to your County Office during the initial allocation
process. If additional applications are needed, please feel free to make copies. The Commission will
reallocate unused allocations to those County Offices who indicate a need for additional allocations. Please
be sure to include the names of all initially allocated applicants and those who wish to be reconsidered for
reallocated applications on the backside of the Applicant Selection and Statistics Summary. (The
reallocation process can be expedited if the County Offices submit an application for each applicant who
would like to be considered for a possible reallocation at the same time that the initially allocated
applications are submitted.)

The APLE for Out-of-State Teachers is a competitive teacher incentive program designed to encourage out-of-state
teachers to apply for and accept teaching positions in K-12 California public schools.

Out-of-state teachers must obtain a position in a K-12 California public school teaching in either a designated subje
matter shortage area, or a school serving a large population of students from low-income families. In return for foul
consecutive years of teaching service, the Commission may assume up to $11,000 of a participant’s outstanding
student loan balance.

Under the APLE for Out-of-State Teachers, 500 applications will be distributed annually to California County Office:
of Education. Each County Office is entitled to at least one application. The remaining applications are distributed
based on the number of out-of-state credentials issued to each county during the previous year.

Once accepted into the APLE, eligible participants must sign a Conditional Warrant to receive benefits. The
Conditional Warrant is an agreement which stipulates that the Commission will authorize loan assumption payment
provided the participant (a) provides four consecutive years of service in the teaching area indicated on the
Conditional Warrant, and (b) complies with all other program requirem&htsteaching service area listed on the
Conditional Warrant cannot be changed without the written approval of the Commission.

To be eligible for the APLE, new applicants must:

¢ Hold a teaching credential from their state of legal residence.

+ Have received one or more of the following educational loans: Stafford Student Loans
(Subsidized/Unsubsidized), Federal Direct Student Loan (Subsidized/Unsubsidized), Perkins/National Direct
Student Loans, Supplemental Loans for Students, or Consolidation Loan Program Loans issued to students
through institutions of higher education for the purpose of defraying costs associated with obtaining a
postsecondary degree or an initial teaching credential.

+ Have no repayment obligation for any state or federal educational grants and be in good standing with
repayment of any state or federally insured educational loans.

APLE legislation requires that in addition to meeting the eligibility criteria, selected applicantslsoumst judged
by the institution as having outstanding ability on the basis of criteria that may include, but need not be limited to,
any of the following:

¢ grade point average ¢ testscores
+ faculty recommendation ¢ interviews
¢ other recommendations

Each County Office of Education must allow all out-of-state teachers to submit applications if they meet the APLE
eligibility criteria. County Offices may develop their own selection criteria and procedures for the nomination
process. However, selection criteria should not be so restrictive that the initial allocation of applicants cannot be m
The individual County Office Coordinators are responsible for notifying applicants of their selection criteria,
procedures, and application deadlines.



The Commission will reallocate and redistribute all unused allocated applications. County Offices who use their
initial allocation and identify a need for additional allocations are eligible to receive additional applications. To
expedite the reallocation process, completed applicatiorsl fgualifying applicants who wish to be considered for
possible reallocations must be submitted at the same time that initial applications are turned in.

Applications submitted for reallocation may also be used to replace ineligible applications submitted for the initial
allocation process. Reallocated applications will be selected based on their priority listed in Section B of the

Applicant Selection and Statistics Summary.
