 Administered by the Commission through an 
interagency agreement with the California 
Department of Social Services (CDSS)

 Assists foster youth to help pay for college or 
career/technical training

 Maximum award amount $5,000 per academic 
year

 Federal and State funded grant subject to annual 
availability of funds

 Comprised of Internal and 
External Members

 Identify issues and ways to 
enhance the process

 Streamline awarding process

 Automate manual processing

 Maximize limited amount of 
funding

 2017-18 Chafee application and process 
preparedness for Prior Prior Year (PPY) which 
opens on October 1
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Benefits of Chafee Enhancements

 Allows awards to be offered much earlier

 WG Payment Roster provides a clear and concise 
view of all Chafee students

 Fewer required fields to update when submitting 
new financial information

 Fewer returned/reissued warrants, since 
institutions are now required to verify eligibility 
and request payments per term

WebGrants Payment Screen –
To Request Payment

• Institutions will need to request payment(s) per term

• Pay terms will be made available throughout the year by CSAC 
approximately one month before the term start date

• Only pay terms that apply to the institution will be available

• Once a pay term opens, it will remain open for the remainder 
of the academic year
