
WHAT IS IT?
A fun, friendly and FREE competition designed to increase college readiness skills and 
FAFSA and Cal Grant application completions. College Challenges have a proven track 
record: 66% of schools have posted an increase in FAFSA completion rates.

Schools compete to earn points by engaging the entire school in online activities that 
connect students to college preparation tools AND by having seniors complete their 
FAFSAs and Cal Grant applications. To participate, each school must have a dedicated 
staff member who will oversee the Challenge, along with a group of 3 - 5 Student 
Ambassadors.  Get Schooled will provide leadership training to the Ambassadors to 
empower them to rally their peers in the Challenge.
