• WebGrants Reports and Tools 
• Chafee Foster Youth Grant Program 
• Assumption Program of Loans for Education (APLE) 
• CA National Guard Education Assistance Award Program (CNG EAAP) 
• What to Expect from a Cal Grant Compliance Review 

 
Each webinar session will include verbal instructions, examples, and the ability to 
ask questions during the presentation.  Commission staff is also willing to provide 
ad hoc webinar training sessions for schools that have a need in a particular area 
or process that cannot be thoroughly covered in one of the scheduled webinars. 
 
Training Dates and Times  
In total over 50 separate sessions will be held.  Each online training session will 
be approximately one hour.  Participants can log on from their office or home  
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computer and follow along screen-by-screen while listening to the live audio feed over the phone.  
Participants will have the opportunity to ask questions and receive immediate answers.

To establish an account you will need to 
complete a WebGrants Information Security and Confidentiality Agreement and a WebGrants 
System Administrator’s Access Request Form.  College staff can access these forms on the 
Commission’s website at www.csac.ca.gov/doc.asp?id=1194.  The high school forms are available 
at www.csac.ca.gov/doc.asp?id=1191.  Establishing a WebGrants account in advance will ensure 
that what was learned in the training session can be applied immediately.
