• Receive a tracking number when the order is shipped 
• Download publications 

 
Please note that as of January 24, 2014, the previous “fax” ordering process is 
no longer in service.

Changes for 2014-15 Publication Material 
For the last few years, under the terms of our agreement with ECMC during the 
transition of the federal student loan program, ECMC managed the ordering and 
fulfillment of publications through their mailroom. The agreement with ECMC 
ended in June 2013, and we have now established our own mailroom.   
 
Unfortunately, we did not receive additional resources to develop or print 
publications. However, because the Commission remains committed to providing 
these tools, a limited amount of funding was designated to continue providing 
some of the publications.  Regrettably, we do not have sufficient funds to provide  
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printed versions of the Fund Your Future Workbooks.  The Workbook can be viewed online and is 
available for download.  Because of our limited resources, you may receive some of our remaining 
supply of the 2013-14 documents for which there were only minor changes made in 2014-15.
