Under Senate Bill 1644 (Chapter 403, Statutes of 

2000), California students who do not meet the 

eligibility criteria for a Cal Grant Entitlement award 

may compete for 22,500 Competitive Cal Grant 

awards. These awards are not an entitlement — not 

“guaranteed,” as are the Cal Grant Entitlement 

awards. Competitive awards are limited to the 

statutory number. 

Students apply for half of these grants (11,250) 

by the March 2nd Cal Grant application deadline.

made for the September deadline.

Award requirements include financial and basic 

eligibility and a minimum 2.0 GPA. Cal Grant B 

awards provide up to $1,551 for books and living 

expenses for fi rst-year students. Beginning with the 

recipient’s second year of attendance, Cal Grant B 

awards also help pay for tuition and fees at public 

or private four-year colleges or other qualifying 

institutions. Of these Cal Grant B awards, 11,481 were 

made for the March 2nd deadline, while 51 percent, 

or 12,189 awards, were made for the September 

deadline.

Submission of both the Free Application for Federal Student 

Aid and GPA Verifi cation Form is the fi rst step for applicants 

to be considered for a Competitive Cal Grant. For 2006-07, 

139,481 students were successful in meeting the fi nancial 

and basic eligibility criteria. Additional eligibility criteria may 

include: a disadvantaged high school experience, an orphan 

or ward of the court, the number of family members in the 

applicant’s household in relation to the household income, 

and others. Of the applicant pool, 18 percent, or about one 

out of six, of successful applicants received awards. More than 

114,100 qualifi ed students remained unserved.
