135,900
students were successful in meeting the financial and basic
eligibility criteria. Additional eligibility criteria may include:
a disadvantaged high school experience, an orphan or ward
of the court, the number of family members in the applicant’s

household in relation to the household income, and others.

Of the applicant pool, 17 percent, or about one out of six of

successful applicants received awards. Over 112,000 qualified

students remained unserved.
