High School Entitiement Program

Entitlement Cal Grant A awards provided
funds toward tuition and mandatory system-
wide fees of up to $12,570. Entitlement Cal
Grant B awards provided $1,648 in funds to-
ward living expenses in the first year, and
$1,648 in living expenses plus tuition and
mandatory system-wide fees of up to $12,570
beginning in the second year of eligibility.

Senate Bill 1644 (Chapter 403, Statutes of
2000), guarantees an Entitlement Cal Grant A
or B award to every graduating high school
senior who has financial need and who is aca-
demically eligible. This guarantee moved Cali-
fornia closer to making college accessible and
affordable for all those who wish to seek a
postsecondary education.

For the 2021-22 March 2nd Entitlement
award application deadline, the applicant
pool included recent high school graduates, as
well as those who graduated in 2019-20 and
did not receive a Cal Grant award. Dream Act
students who met specified criteria were eligi-
ble to apply for Entitlement Cal Grant awards,
as authorized by Chapter 604, Statutes of
2011, and used the California Dream Act Ap-
plication to apply.

The data in this report reflect the 2021-22
High School Entitlement (Entitlement) Cal
Grant A and B new paid recipients. Paid Recip-

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ients are those who applied for Entitlement
Cal Grant awards, met statutory requirements
and were offered awards, attended Cal Grant
participating institutions, and received pay-
ment.

For 2021-22, 152,269 students were offered
new Entitlement Cal Grant A and B awards
which included 57,519 Cal Grant A awards
and 94,750 Cal Grant B awards. Of the
152,269 new offered awardees, 70,665
(46.4%) actually used their awards and be-
came Paid Recipients. Of the 70,665, 30,926
(44%) were in the Entitlement Cal Grant A
program and 39,739 (56%) were in the Enti-
tlement Cal Grant B program.

Some items of note include:

o About 96% (38,076 of 39,739) of Paid Recip-
ients in the Entitlement Cal Grant B program,
which serves the lowest-income students,
attended either a California Community Col-
lege (CCC) or a California State University
(CSU). 59% (18,309 of 30,926) Paid Recipients
of Entitlement Cal Grant A attended a Univer-
sity of California (UC) (Table 1).

e The average income for Entitlement Cal
Grant B students was $27,840 with a family
size of 4.2. The 2021 poverty line for a family
of 4 is $27,750 (Table 14, p.4).

Award requirements include financial eligibility, a
minimum 2.0 GPA and graduation from high school
primarily in 2020-21, or 2019-20 for those who did
not receive a Cal Grant award in the year immediate-
ly following high school graduation. Cal Grant B
awards provide up to $1,648 for books and living
expenses for first-year students. Beginning with the
recipient’s second year of attendance, Cal Grant B
awards also help pay for tuition and fees at public
and independent four-year colleges or other qualify-
ing institutions. The following charts include data on
High School Entitlement Cal Grant B new paid recipi-
ents by: school segment, GPA, income, and age.

About the Applicants

Applicants must meet multiple criteria to qualify.
Submitting both the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA) or the California Dream Act
Application and the Cal Grant GPA Verification Form
is the first step for students to be considered for a
High School Entitlement award. Of the 279,285 stu-
dents who were successful in completing this first
step, 14,378 did not qualify for the Cal Grant pro-
gram for various reasons. The remaining 264,836
applicants were matched against the program’s fi-
nancial criteria, and 152,269 were offered a High
School Entitlement Cal Grant. Of the 152,269
offered awardees, 70,665 attended an eligible Cal
Grant participating institution and became Paid Re-
cipients, including 30,926 in the Entitlement Cal
Grant A program and 39,739 in the Entitlement Cal
Grant B program.

® 56% (37,927 of 68,177) of FAFSA filers received a
Cal Grant B compared to 73% (1,812 of 2,488) of
Dream Act filers (Table 13).

e The minimum GPA for High School Entitlement Cal
Grant B is 2.00, but 64% (25,273 of 39,739) of Cal
Grant B recipients had a GPA of at least 3.00 (Table
10, p.3).
