In 2019-20, Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant A
awards paid tuition and mandatory sys-
temwide fees of up to $12,570. Transfer Enti-
tlement Cal Grant B awards paid $1,672 in
living expenses plus tuition and systemwide
fees of up to $12,570.

Senate Bill 1644 (Chapter 403, Statutes of
2000) guarantees a Transfer Entitlement Cal
Grant A or B award to every student who:
graduated from a California high school or its
equivalent after June 30, 2000, was a Califor-
nia resident at the time of high school gradua-
tion, transfers to a qualifying baccalaureate-
degree granting institution from a California
Community College during the award year, is
under the age of 28 at the time of the trans-
fer, has a Community College GPA of at least
2.4, and has financial need as defined in Cali-
fornia Education Code 69432.9.

Applicants who attended a California Commu-
nity College in the 2017-18 academic year,
and were otherwise eligible, qualified for a
2019-20 Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant
award. Also, Dream Act students who met AB
540 criteria were eligible to apply for Transfer
Entitlement Cal Grant awards, as authorized
by Chapter 604, Statutes of 2011.

The data in this report reflect the 2019-20
Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant A and B new
paid recipients. Paid Recipients are those who
applied for a Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant

award, met statutory requirements and were
offered awards, attended Cal Grant partici-
pating institutions, and received payment.

For 2019-20, 30,675 students were offered a
preliminary Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant A
and B awards, of which 16,191 provided con-
firmation of meeting the eligibility require-
ments. About 85%, or 13,752 of 16,191, actu-
ally used their awards and became Paid Recip-
ients, including 3,832 in the Transfer Entitle-
ment Cal Grant A program and 9,920 in the
Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant B program.

Some items of note include:

e Over 88% (3,375 of 3,832) of Paid Recipi-
ents in the Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant
A program attended the University of
California (UC) and the California State
University (CSU) (Table 1, p. 1).

e Over 69% (6,923 of 9,920) of Paid Recipi-
ents in the Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant
B program attended the California State
University (CSU), and CSU had more than
twice as many Transfer Entitlement Cal
Grant B Paid Recipients as UC (Table 1, p.
1).

e 6,335, or 64%, of the 9,920 Entitlement
Cal Grant B Paid Recipients had incomes
of less than $24,000 (Table 9, p. 3). The
maximum family income for a Cal Grant B
in 2019-20 is $65,100.

Cal Grant A awards provide for full systemwide
fees at the California State University ($5,742) and
the University of California ($12,570), as well as
tuition support at independent four-year Califor-
nia colleges and universities ($9,084), private for-
profit institutions accredited by the Western Asso-
ciation of Schools and Colleges ($8,056), and pri-
vate career colleges ($4,000). The following charts
include data on Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant A
new paid recipients by: school segment, GPA, in-

come, and age.

Some items of note on Cal Grant A include:

e Out of 3,832 Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant A
recipients in 2019-20, 3,733 (97%) were under
24 years of age, compared to 53% of Cal Grant B
recipients (Table 2, p. 2; Table 6, p. 3). As a re-
sult, 3% of Cal Grant A recipients were inde-
pendent compared to 52% of Cal Grant B recipi-
ents (Table 3, p. 2; Table 74, p. 3).

e 75% of Cal Grant A recipients had a community
college GPA of at least 3.0, compare to 65% of
Cal Grant B recipients (Table 4, p. 2; Table 8, p.
3). This is despite the fact that the GPA require-
ment is the same for A and B for Transfer Enti-
tlement applicants: 2.40.

Cal Grant B awards provide up to $1,672 for
books and living expenses in addition to helping
pay for tuition and fees at public and independ-
ent four-year colleges or other qualifying schools
at the same level as the Cal Grant A award. The
following charts include data on Transfer Entitle-
ment Cal Grant A new paid recipients by: school
segment, GPA, income, and age.

Some items of note on Cal Grant B include:

e QOut of 9,920 Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant B
recipients in 2019-20, 5,250 (53%) were under
24 years of age, compared to 97% of Cal Grant A
recipients (Table 6, p. 3; Table 2, p. 2). As a re-
sult, 52% of Cal Grant B recipients were inde-
pendent compared to 3% of Cal Grant A recipi-
ents (Table 7a, p. 3; Table 3, p. 2).

e 65% of Cal Grant B recipients had a community
college GPA of at least 3.0, compared to 75% of
Cal Grant A recipients (Table 8, p. 3; Table 4, p.
2). This is despite the fact that the GPA require-
ment is the same for A and B for Transfer Entitle-
ment applicants: 2.40.

e 6,335 0f 9,920 (64%) Cal Grant B recipients had a

About the Applicants

Applicants must meet multiple criteria to qualify.
Submitting both the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA) or the California Dream Act
Application and the Cal Grant GPA Verification
Form is the first step for students to be considered
for a Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant award. For the
2019-20 award year, 30,675 met this first step and
were sent a Preliminary Award letter along with a
Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant Certification Form
that they had to complete and return. The form
included the following information:

e the month and year the student graduated
from high school,

e the name of the high school and the city
where it is located,

e the date the student became a resident of
California,

e the name of the California Community College
from which the student would be transferring
during the 2019-20 award year, and

e the name of the school to which the student
would be transferring during the 2019-20
award year.

Of the 30,675 applicants who received a Transfer
Entitlement Cal Grant Certification Form, 19,815
returned the form. Of those 19,815 who returned
the form, 16,191 met the qualifications for the
Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant. 1,724 or 10.6 per-
cent of the 16,191 were randomly selected for
institutions to verify that they met the program’s
eligibility requirements.

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New and Renewal Transfer Entitiement
Cal Grants Selected for Verification

Assembly Bill 840 (Chapter 43, Statutes of 2006)
requires new Transfer Entitlement offered award-
ees to provide confirmation of meeting eligibility
requirements. This bill also requires at least 10 per-
cent of the new and renewal awards be randomly
selected for campus-level verification that the
offered awardees meet the program’s eligibility
requirements before disbursing funds.

gram’s eligibility requirements.
