Transfer Entitlement Program

Senate Bill 1644 (Chapter 403, Statutes of
2000), guaranteed a California Community
College Transfer Entitlement (Transfer
Entittement) Cal Grant A or B award to
every student who:

= graduated from a California high school or
its equivalent after June 30, 2000,

= was a California resident at the time of
high school graduation,

= transfers to a qualifying baccalaureate-
degree granting institution from a
California Community College during the
award year,

= is under the age of 28 at the time of the
transfer,

= has financial need, and

= is academically eligible.

Assembly Bill 840 (Chapter 43, Statutes of
2006) directs the California Student Aid
Commission  (Commission) to  make

preliminary awards to all applicants eligible
for a Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant award
and to require each student who receives a
preliminary award to affirm, in writing, under
penalty of perjury, that he or she meets the

eligibility requirements for the program. This

bill also directs the Commission to randomly
select at least 10 percent of the new and
renewal awards for campus-level verification
that the offered awardees meet the
program’s eligibility requirements before
disbursing funds.

Schools seeking to participate in the Cal
Grant Program must meet various statutory
eligibility  requirements. Beginning in
2011-12, an additional requirement for
institutional eligibility was implemented
which required schools to meet a federal
student loan three-year Cohort Default Rate
threshold. Beginning in 2012-13, another
requirement for institutional eligibility was
implemented which required schools to
meet a graduation rate threshold.

The data in this document reflect the
applicants who qualified for a Transfer
Entittement Cal Grant A and B award in
2012-13. A qualified applicant may be
attending or planning to attend an eligible or
ineligible Cal Grant school. It also includes
data on the new and renewal offered
awardees selected for verification by the
institutions.

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Summary of Preliminary Awards and
the New Cal Grants Selected for Verification

Applicants must meet the eligibility
requirements to qualify. Submitting both the Free
Application for Federal Student Aid and the
Cal Grant GPA Verification Form is the first step for
students to be considered for a Transfer Entitlement
Cal Grant award. For the 2012-13 award year, over
35,000 met this first step and were sent a
Preliminary Award letter along with a Transfer
Entitlement Cal Grant Certification Form that they
had to complete and return. The form included the
following information:

= the month and year the student graduated from
high school,

= the name of the high school and the city where it
is located,

= the date the student became a resident of
California,

= the name of the California Community College
from which the student would be transferring
during the 2012-13 award year, and

= the name of the school to which the student would
be transferring during the 2012-13 award year.

Of the over 35,000 applicants who received a
Transfer Entittement Cal Grant Certification Form,
27,035 returned the form. Of those 27,035 who
returned the form, 14,225 met the qualifications for
the Transfer Entitlement Cal Grant. 1,590 or 11.2
percent of the 14,225 were randomly selected for
institutions to verify that they met the program’s
eligibility requirements.
