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Statewide 2018 Race to Submit Winners Celebration
California Student Aid Commission recognizes schools with highest rate of student financial aid submissions

Sacramento, CA (2018) — Winners of a statewide campaign aimed at increasing the number of high
school seniors who complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and California
Dream Act Application (CADAA) will be recognized at an event to be held October 4, 2018, from 2 to
4 p.m. at the Governor’s Council Room at the State Capitol in Sacramento.

School leadership from high schools throughout the state that participated in the campaign have been
invited to attend the ceremony and each winning school will receive a banner to commemorate their
accomplishments.

“We’re so excited to honor our schools — principals, teachers, counselors, and most importantly,
students — who have worked hard to make the California dream of an affordable college experience a
reality for everyone,” said Lande Ajose, Chair of the California Student Aid Commission.

“Teachers, counselors, and administrators are the unsung heroes in the effort to encourage students
to pursue dreams of higher education,” said Lupita Cortez Alcala, Executive Director of the California
Student Aid Commission. “Through the Race to Submit campaigns, the Commission is able to honor
some of the people who provide students information about and access to financial aid programs that
help bring those student dreams of college within reach.”

As the state’s higher education financial aid policy leader and administrator of the $2.2 billion Cal
Grant program, the Commission supports several outreach programs in addition to the Race to
Submit, that provide information about financial aid and promotes higher education access to
students, such as Cash for College events, the Steps to College event, and the California Student
Opportunity and Access Program (Cal-SOAP).

The 2018 Race to Submit campaign took place from October 1, 2017 to March 2, 2018, during which
time students could complete applications for the Cal Grant program. The campaign fostered a
friendly competition among California public high schools and more than 2,000 participated.
